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8.1 Types of higher education institutions and their status

According to the Law on Higher Education, the activity of higher education is
performed by the following institutions of higher education:

+ University - A University is an independent institution of higher education which,
among its activities, includes educational and scientific research work, vocational or
artistic work, as components of a unique process of higher education. A
university may conduct all types and levels of studies. An institution of higher
education has the status of a university if it conducts academic study programs at all
levels of study, within at least three fields (natural sciences and mathematics, social
sciences and humanities, medical sciences, technology and engineering sciences,
and the arts) and in three areas. As an exception, a university may be established in
the field of arts, if it contains all three levels of study in at least three art areas.

» Faculty or Academy of Arts as a part of the university - A Faculty or Academy
of Arts is an institution of higher education, i.e. a higher education unit within a
university which conducts academic study programs and develops scientific
research work, vocational or artistic activities in one or more areas. A Faculty or
Academy of Arts may also conduct vocational study programs. As a legal entity, a
Faculty or Academy of Arts bears both the name of the university of which it is an
integral part and its own name, in accordance with the statute of the university.

» Academy of Vocational Studies - An Academy of Vocational Studies is an
independent institution of higher education which, among its activities, includes
educational and scientific research work, vocational or artistic work as components
of the unique process of higher education. An Academy of Vocational Studies may
offer undergraduate vocational studies, specialist vocational studies and master
vocational studies. An institution of higher education gains the status of Academy
of Vocational Studies if it conducts at least five accredited vocational study
programs in at least two fields.

+ Advanced School - An Advanced School is an independent institution of higher
education which offers undergraduate academic, specialist and master academic
studies in one or more areas.

» Advanced School of Vocational Studies - An Advanced School of Vocational
Studies is an independent institution of higher education which offers
undergraduate vocational, master and specialist vocational Studies in one or more
areas.

The above-mentioned institutions are independent institutions of higher education,

except for faculties and art academies.

8.2 Types, levels and organization of studies

The activity of higher education is performed in the form of academic and
vocational studies based on the approved, i.e. accredited study programs for obtaining
higher education degrees.

Academic studies offer academic study programs which prepare students for the
development and application of scientific, vocational and artistic achievements. There
are three cycles of academic studies.

Academic studies of the first cycle are undergraduate academic studies.

Academic studies of the second cycle are master academic studies and specialist
academic studies. Integrated academic studies are undergraduate academic and
master academic studies organized as a one-cycle program.

Academic studies of the third cycle are doctoral academic studies.

Vocational studies offer vocational study programs, which prepare students for the
application of knowledge and skills necessary for participating in work processes.
There are two cycles of vocational studies.

Vocational studies of the first cycle are undergraduate vocational studies and
specialist vocational studies.

Vocational studies of the second cycle are master vocational studies.

8.2.1. Undergraduate (academic or vocational) studies
Undergraduate studies are organized by all institutions of higher education as
defined by the Law on Higher Education.

Undergraduate academic studies last three to four years, with a workload of 180 to
240 ECTS respectively.

Undergraduate vocational studies last three years and have a workload of 180
ECTS.

The study programs of undergraduate studies may include a graduation thesis.

A person completing undergraduate academic studies with a workload of at least
180 ECTS, i.e. with a duration of at least three years, is awarded an undergraduate
degree of the first cycle of academic studies in the corresponding area.

A person completing undergraduate academic studies with a workload of at least
240 ECTS, i.e. with a duration of at least four years, is awarded the title of “bachelor
cum laude” with a specification of the first-cycle degree of academic studies in the
corresponding area.

A person completing undergraduate vocational studies is awarded a professional
degree with a specification of the first cycle of vocational studies in the corresponding
area.

8.2.2. Master (academic or vocational) studies

Master academic studies may be organized by a university, a faculty or a college.
Master academic studies last one or two years, depending on the workload of the
previous undergraduate academic studies, so that in the aggregate their duration
should correspond to a minimum of 300 ECTS. The study program of master
academic studies includes the obligation of the final thesis. A person completing
master academic studies is awarded a master academic degree, with a specification of
the second cycle of academic studies in the corresponding area.

Master vocational studies have a duration of two years and have a workload of

120 ECTS. The study program of master vocational studies includes the obligation of
the final thesis. A person completing master vocational studies is awarded a master
vocational degree.

8.2.3. Integrated academic studies

Academic study programs can also be organized as integrated studies within
undergraduate or master academic studies (integrated academic studies), with a
workload of a minimum of 300 and a maximum of 360 ECTS (academic study
programs in the area of medical sciences).

8.2.4. Specialist (academic or vocational) studies

Specialist studies last at least one year, they have the workload of a minimum of 60
ECTS and can be academic or vocational. Specialist studies may also include a final
thesis. A person completing specialist studies is awarded the title of “specialist”, with
a specification of the second-cycle degree of academic studies or first-cycle degree of
professional studies in the corresponding area.

8.2.5. Doctoral academic studies
Doctoral academic studies may be organized by a university, a faculty or an
art academy. Doctoral academic studies last at least three years, with a workload
of a minimum of 180 ECTS, under the condition that the previous duration of
undergraduate or master academic studies has been at least five years and has had
a workload of a minimum of 300 ECTS. A doctoral thesis is the final part of the
study program of doctoral academic studies, with an exception relating to a doctoral
thesis in arts, the latter being a project in arts. Exceptionally, a doctoral degree can
be awarded to a person who has previously obtained a degree in medical studies and
a specialization, on the basis of the defense of the doctoral thesis founded on papers
published in top-ranking international journals.

8.3 Grading system

The success of a student in course acquisition is continuously monitored in
courses and expressed in points. By fulfilling the pre-exam obligations and passing the
examinations, a student can obtain a maximum of 100 points. A study program
determines the ratio of points obtained in the pre-exam obligations and in the
examinations, bearing in mind that the pre-exam obligations account for at least 30,
and at most 70 points. A student’s success in an examination is expressed by grades on
a scale from 5 (fail) to 10 (ten). A higher education institution may stipulate another,
non-numerical manner of grading, if it establishes the correspondences between these
grades and grades from 5 to 10. The general act of the independent higher education
institution regulates the mode of examination and evaluation of examination results in
greater detail.

8.4 Conditions for enrollment and continuation of higher education

An institution of higher education, according to law, enrolls candidates with
the recognition of the general or vocational high school graduation examination for
the commencement of academic or vocational studies respectively, or with the
recognition of the art high school examination for the commencement of study
programs in arts. The higher education institution determines the criteria on the basis
of which the classification and selection of the candidates for enrollment are
conducted.

Until the beginning of application of the regulations that determine the general,
vocational or art high school graduation examination, a candidate for enrollment in the
first-cycle studies shall take the entrance examination or the aptitude and performance
test in accordance with the general act of the independent higher education institution.

The independent higher education institution makes a ranking list of the applicants
for the enrollment in the studies of the first cycle based on the overall results
achieved in the four-year secondary education, the results achieved in the high
school graduation examination, the results of knowledge tests, or of aptitude and
performance tests, and if necessary, based on the results in national and international
competitions, in accordance with the general act of the independent higher education
institution. The applicant ranked within the student quota determined in accordance
with the Law on Higher Education is eligible for enroliment in the first-cycle studies.

Students of the studies of the first cycle of any other independent higher education
institution, persons with a higher education degree in the studies of the first cycle, as
well as persons whose status of a student has ceased in accordance with this Law, may
enroll in the studies of the first cycle, under the terms and conditions prescribed by the
general act of the independent higher education institution, at their own request.

Candidates enroll in the studies of the second and third cycle under the terms,
conditions and procedure prescribed by the general act and the competition criteria of
the independent higher education institution.

8.5 Work license and accreditation

A higher education institution may commence with work after obtaining a work
license. The work license is issued by the Ministry, i.e. by the competent authorities on
the territory of the Autonomous Province of Vojvodina, at the request of the higher
education institution. The higher education institution which has been issued a work
license is under obligation to submit an accreditation request for the higher education
institution and the study program within one year of the issuance of license at the
latest.

A higher education institution may enroll students after receiving the accreditation
approval of the higher education institution and of the study program.

The accreditation request is submitted the National Accreditation Body through
the ministry competent for the higher education affairs, on the form whose contents
are determined by the National Accreditation Body.

The accreditation verifies that the higher education institution and the study
programs meet the requirements set by the National Higher Education Council and
that the higher education institution is authorized to issue public documents in
accordance with the Law on Higher Education.

The National Accreditation Body issues the accreditation approval, or passes a
decision rejecting the accreditation. In the event of rejected accreditation by the
National Accreditation Body, the higher education institution may lodge an appeal to
the National Higher Education Council through the National Accreditation Body
within 15 days of the receipt of the decision. The higher education institution has the
right to resubmit the accreditation request on the elapse of 90 days after the day of the
final decision rejecting the accreditation.

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STANDARD 1.
STRUCTURE OF THE STUDY PROGRAM

The study program is called Law and Gender, it lasts one academic year with 60
ECTS in total. Abbreviation of its title is LAWGEM.

The objectives of the program are:

- To offer adequate knowledge and skills for the work on both legal and non-legal
jobs related to the gender mainstreaming in all relevant fields of law-making and
law implementation in judiciary, decision-making in the governments and state
administration, state/regional/local policy-making related to economics, social
security, media, culture, and concerning the academic gender sensitive
knowledge production in the fields of law as well as social sciences and
humanities.

- To form personel capable and competent to perform tasks that require expertise
within the gender mainstreaming of legal professions (judiciary, advocacy,
prosecution, state administration), and in regards of gender sensitive decision
making in social, cultural, economic, educational public policies.

The outcomes of the learning acquired after completion of the program:

- In-depth knowledge of reasons for gender mainstreaming of law, economics,
politics and policies of the European Union and its member states and accession
countries, and of the relations between the European Union and other
international organizations and states from the point of gender sensitive strategic
and normative documents production and especially from the point of
introducing and developing gender competent legal studies at the EU universities
and the accession countries™ universities. The end result of this program shall
also be to expand the practical knowledge related to gender equality
implementation through Legal Clinics focused on the issues of anti-
discrimination and combatting gender based violence and sexual harassment, and
through the Life Long Learning Platform focused on enhancing knowledge,
system of values and awareness on gender equality issues beyond the scope of
academic community, i.e. throughout the wider public sphere;

Thanks to the constant update on the ongoing changes and current developments
within the EU gender equality legal and strategic documents, achieving the ever innovative
and current knowledge, with at the same time preserving the matrix of a high quality
cognitive/ analytical approach to acquiring basic knowledge on gender equality issue in
legal and multidisciplinary framework, while making sure all relevant legal developments
are included too, as well as various EU policies and practices in that regard.

Learning about the practice of the Court of Justice and the European Court of
Human Rights in gender equality related case law, and making it possible for students of
this master’s degree program to access opportunities for internships, as well as expert jobs
in European judicial institutions.

Getting acquainted with the practical skills set dealing with the English language
terminology relevant for the gender equality discourse, academic communication and the
use of research and scholarly sources, as well as the use of Internet in these fields.

Eligibility requirements for the enrollment into the study program, as well as
the structure and content

With respect of rules and procedures foreseen for enrollment at the University of
Belgrade Faculty of Law, to be eligible for the enrollment into Law and Gender study




program, a candidate must have a Bachelor Degree in law, any other social sciences or any
humanities and aquired 240 ECTS within 4 years lasting study program, including
candidates who obtained Bachelor degree of 4 year studies according to the rules before
coming into force of the Law on Higher Education, as well as candidates who completed
integrated studies, i.e. Master academic studies with at least 300 ECTS.

As an application precondition, candidates who obtained Bachelor degree abroad
are obliged to start procedure of diploma recignition at the University of Belgrade in
accordance with the Rulebook on Recognition of Foreign Higher Education Documents for
the Purpose of Further Education.

Precondition for the enrollment at the study program Law and Gender is a proof of
knowledge in English language or passing the entrance exam in English language.

Content of the program

The study program shall consist of four mandatory courses on law and gender, plus
two mandatory courses with practical dimension — the course Methodology and Practical
skills and the course Gender Equality Legal Clinic, and the list of 13 optional courses, from
which each student chooses four courses.

The study program shall contain four common mandatory courses, called: 1)
Feminist Political and Legal Theories, 2) Human Rights Law - Gender Perspective, 3)
International and EU Law and Gender Equality and 4) Feminist Judgements.

The course Methodology and Practical Skills, consisting of Gender equality
glossaries analysis, research methodology with a special focus on the feminist methodology
and gender equality analysis, English legal terminology, and Internet skills, is also
mandatory. For all students will be also mandatory to attend the Legal Clinic called
Gender Equality Legal Clinic. Classes of the Legal Clinic encompass studying of case
law on gender discrimination and gender based violence within different anti-
discriminatory fields, as well as the practical work of students.

In the first semester five from the above mentioned six mandatory courses shall be
attended by all students.

In the second semester the student shall opt for four courses from the given list of 13
optional courses, and shall attend the mandatory course Gender Equality Legal Clinic.

Student shall be obliged to write and defend the master’s thesis at the end of the study
program.

STANDARD 2.
PURPOSE OF THE STUDY PROGRAM

Purpose of the study program Law and Gender is to acquire gender sensitive
theoretical and practical knowledge, professional competences in all relevant areas of legal
education reconsidered from gender perspective, understanding and implementing European
and national law in a gender competent way, understanding advantages and disadvantages of
political and economic system of the EU and of particular countries including Serbia from
gender equality point of view, to envision most important public policies revisions in favor of
improving gender (in)equality conditions.

Role of the study program is dominantly expressed in training candidates for various
jobs related to acquiring knowledge in gender competent and gender sensitive manner about
European and national legal, economic, political system. Program also serves for acquiring
gender sensitive academic competences that enable further education and innovation of
knowledge, through doctoral studies both in the country and abroad, with keeping the track
with the mentioned innovative gender equality approach. Reconsidering the fields of law,
politics, economy, public policies, media, culture, management, education from the point of
gender equality has served to overcoming and diminishing traditionalist power relations and
male dominance, and to preventing the further reproduction of patriarchal social roles in the
mentioned fields.

Exploring gender equality issue in legal and multidisciplinary fields of education at
Law and Gender master” s study program has particular significance for students of law,
social sciences — humanities and management from Serbia and abroad, because it leads
towards taking seriously an importance of gender equality as the strategic goal of
contemporary states and societies as well as of the higher education, and their attempts
towards protecting human rights, women" s rights, rights of the third gender and affirming the
rule of law, and social justice. Proper additional education of academic staff for teaching
gender competent legal knowledge and, consequently, for overcoming traditional gender
blind knowledge production, will have crucial importance for the quality of education which
students will achieve. The necessity of such a program is clearly documented in the Reports
of European Commission as well as the reports of UN, and various international strategic
documents, which have been stressing the insufficiency of gender equality achievements in
general education and especially in the higher education (regarding the gender mainstreaming
of the syllabi and curricula, textbooks and teaching materials, pedagogic approaches, hidden
curricula, etc.).

Study program Law and Gender will represent a true trigger in advancing the
European Education Area, which is clearly indicated not only by the way of its preparation
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(in cooperation with four universities from EU — Cadiz University from Spain, Lumsa
University from Italy, Saarland University from Germany and Orebro University from
Sweden), but also by the enrollment policy, program contents and the manner in which it is
going to be realized. All higher education institutions across EU and European countries as
well as the universities across the globe do need introducing gender competent knowledge in
all fields of law and social sciences and humanities. This master™ s study program will be the
first one which will offer the systemic reconsidering of legal knowledge from gender equality
perspective. Its pioneering role will boost introducing gender equality perspective at other
faculties of law and in different fields of higher education at many other universities. This
study program is also attractive for students from other countries, not only from the region
and Europe, but also world wide. This study program will be also interesting for applicants
for the mobility programs of the European Commission related to the exchange of students
and professors. Students who will graduate from this master will be able to continue their
education at doctoral studies in the country and abroad. A significant number of LAWGEM
foreign and domestic students will manage to find employment in the government ministries,
in European institutions, at universities, in all sections of local and state administration in
Serbia or other countries.

The study program Law and Gender is based on the experiences of the common work
of more than 100 academics from five European universities (the above mentioned
consortium partners), who had been developing together the main intellectual output - the
Curriculum and 19 syllabi for this innovative master’'s program (syllabi for 5 mandatory
courses and 13 syllabi for optional courses, plus syllabus for mandatory professional
internship Gender Equality Legal Clinic). In addition, this study program has been based on
the creation of another crucial common intellectual output, the Textbook. More than 60
LAWGEM project team members worked on writing 18 chapters of the Textbook, which will
be used as the main source for teaching and learning at Law and Gender master's study
program (chapter will not be written for Gender Equality Legal Clinic). Of course, a manifold
additional literature will be used for the work.

The two century long tradition of the University of Belgrade and the Faculty of Law
has been the basis of the high quality of the academics who have been teaching at the Faculty
of Law. 35 academic staff members from the Faculty of law will take part in conduction this
master's study program, while additional quality in teaching will be provided by possibility
of organization of guest lectures of teachers from other universities, primarily from four
LAWGEM partner universities.

Purpose of the study program is to offer appropriate responses to the contemporary
need to create and educate staff capable of coping professionally with modern social
challenges related to the structural lack of gender equality perspective in higher education
and shortcomings in implementing the strategically proposed gender mainstreaming in legal,
social, economic, political fields in contemporary societies. This master” s study program will
boost gender mainstreaming in higher education, with respecting and acting in accordance
with the European values, with high standards of European Higher Education Area and
European culture of gender equality promoted throughout decades.

STANDARD 3.
AIMS OF THE STUDY PROGRAM

The main objective of the study program is the training of personnel in such a way to
gain gender equality competence, ability and skills to professionally and responsibly perform
tasks related to gender sensitive understanding of legal and other academic issues and ability
for reconsidering from gender competent perspective European law and its implementation
into national law; also, Txe aim is the acquisition of knowledge, ability and skills necessary to
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participate in the further education process even at levels of the specialist and doctoral
studies. The aim of the study program is that candidates also master the scientific and IT-
technical methodology and English terms, as well as Gender Equality Legal Clinic, which all
are necessary for the acquisition and application of gender competent knowledge in the field
of law and multidisciplinary fields relevant for legal education, as well as relevant for the
future legal professions.

The goal of introductory mandatory courses at master's study program Law and
Gender is to provide students with a gender competent reconsideration, firstly, in the field of
Methodology and Practical skills, then related to reconsidering political and legal theories
from the feminist point of view (course — Feminist Political and Legal Theories), thirdly,
related to the field of human rights law (course Human Rights Law — Gender Perspective),
fourthly, related to international and EU law (course International and EU Law and Gender
Equality, and finally, related to reconsideration of judiciary from gender equality perspective
(course Feminist Judgements).

The aim of the legal and multidisciplinary optional courses at Law and Gender
master's study program is to present all relevant fields of legal education as reconsidered
from the gender equality point of view, with encompassing positive law courses (Private law
and Gender Equality, Gender Competent Criminal law, Public Law and Gender Equality,
Gender Equitable Taxation, Gender Equality in Business Law, Gender Perspectve of Labor
Law, Gender Perspective of Social Security Law), as well as interdisciplinary issues of
consideration (Gender Competent Criminology, Sociology of Law and Gender Equality,
Public Policies, Gender Economics, Gender Issues in Comparative Legal History).

The aim of the study program is also that students develop their creative abilities
urgently needed for critical analysis of law, politics, economics, public policies reconsidered
from gender equality perspective.

The aim of the study program includes mastering practical skills needed to perform
tasks in the field of gender competent legal knowledge. Methodology and Practical skills
course aims to equip students with basic skills and knowledge on scientific research, the use
of legal sources on the internet, academic communication and presentation of results, as well
as on English terminology which pertains to gender competent legal knowledge and
capability to understand and use the relevant terminology. Specifically, it pursues to 1)
Conceive the meaning, sense and application of gender equality approach to political and
legal issues 2) Identify the basic English terms relevant for gender competent legal
knowledge, 2) Learn a relevant research methodology, 3) Teach new skills and key concepts
and 4) Apply the gender relevant concepts and methodological frameworks to the political
and legal context.

This master's program also aims through the Gender Equality Legal Clinic to offer
the students necessary training and resources to put their theoretical knowledge gained during
the program into practice. In other words, aim will be to engage students with the actual work
of real cases under the supervision of law and gender professors at the clinic. Among real
legal cases the focus will be on gender-based violent crimes such as hate crime, stalking and
intimate partner violence, and other types of gender-based crimes.

The specific objective of the study program is to provide that students continue after a
successful study program to monitor, investigate, analyze, apply and promote knowledge
which has been transformed through gender competent reconsideration of the mainstream
fields of legal education.

In developing the study program, the demands of international competitiveness, the
high quality standards, the principles of the Bologna Declaration and European Framework of
Higher Education, were taken into account. There were also taken into account needs for the
staff to competently from gender perspective take part in international organizations and




institutions, public and local government bodies, non-governmental organizations, industry,
scientific educational and professional institutions (institutes, universities).

STANDARD 4.
COMPETENCES OF LEARNING GRADUATES

By completing the degree program, students will be formed as a staff characterized by
the following qualities and capacities :

- Acquiring the gender equality perspective in the knowledge quality and content;

- Competence required to become a professional in the field of legal knowledge
(lawyer, judge, prosecutor, administrator, academic) reconsidered from gender
equality critical perpsective;

- Competence to understand the general sense and importance of gender mainstreaming
in higher and legal education, starting from positive law fields up to all
multidisciplinary fields of legal education;

- Competences for synthetic thinking on history and perspectives of legal knowledge in
a sense of reconsidering the dominant mainsteam of thought and mindset into the
gender competent standpoint, knowledge and mindset;

- Ability of independent and critical reconsideration of all legal and multidisciplinary
issues and concepts of legal knowledge from the so-called gender lenses;

- Ability for multi-disciplinary gender competent approach to law and policies of the
international community, European Union, and particular countries including Serbia;

- Ability for understanding the importance of gender mainstreaming for global
economic, political and legal trends and processe;

- Ability to apply methodological knowledge necessary to continue monitoring of
gender mainstreaming in legal knowledge and in the legal development of the
international, EU and national legislation and strategic documents and the application
of their results in practice,

- ability to solve practical problems and further improve the performance of tasks in the
process of gender mainstreamng of all relevant public policies, public or private
sector, international and national institutions and authorities, business corporations,
family legal issues, labor legal issues, etc.;

- mastering the communication skills necessary for achieving different forms of
cooperation in favor of promoting gender equality with members of the profession,
and service activities of various professions (individuals and institutions) from home
and abroad, at a high professional level with respect to the strict demands of the
profession, linguistics and ethical requirements.

- full training in the use of IT and relevant English terminology in the process of
achieving gender competent legal knowledge;

- acquireing an ability to understand the issues related to gender mainstreaming of all
fields of legal and multidisciplinary knowledge in an objective manner, scholarly and
with an unbiased approach, while avoiding any kind of apology or ideology;

- achieving ability to constantly innovate knowledge and creative potential, considering
that the program Law and Gender is envisioned in a way that allows students to be
acquainted with responsibilities of a professional facing a very dynamic fast-track
gender equality oriented legal, economic and political system and the need to solve
numerous issues for which there are no instant solutions.

Subject- specific competencies:

- Extensive and in-depth knowledge of gender competent approach to law in different
fields of legal education, with the developed ability of the student to reconsider
traditional knowledge production from the gender equality perspective;




- Thorough knowledge and ability to critically analyze those areas of legal education,
which are included in the frame of gender competent master's program, for which the
individual has opted as part of optional courses in the study program;

- Ability to proficiently search international, European and national legislation,
strategies, all relevant documents, as well as new sources of reference literature, and
to articulate specifically applicable knowledge based on the courses that student
followe as part of mandatory as well as optional courses;

STANDARD 7.
STUDENT ENROLMENT

With respect of rules and procedures foreseen for enrollment at the University of
Belgrade Faculty of Law, to be eligible for the enrollment into Law and Gender study
program, a candidate must have a Bachelor Degree in law, any other social sciences or any
humanities and aquired 240 ECTS within 4 years lasting study program, including candidates
who obtained Bachelor degree of 4 year studies according to the rules before coming into
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force of the Law on Higher Education, as well as candidates who completed integrated
studies, i.e. Master academic studies with at least 300 ECTS.

As an application precondition, candidates who obtained Bachelor degree abroad are
obliged to start procedure of diploma recignition at the University of Belgrade in accordance
with the Rulebook on Recognition of Foreign Higher Education Documents for the Purpose
of Further Education.

Precondition for the enrollment at the study program Law and Gender is a proof of
knowledge in English language on upper intermediate level of competence = B2 — certificate
Cambridge Advanced Certificate in English (CAE) or IELTS (International English
Language Testing System or completed high school education in English language.

STANDARD 8.
ASSESSMENT AND PROGRESS OF STUDENTS

Total of 60 ECTS credits, which expresses the volume of master academic studies,
corresponding to an average student engagement in a 40 hours work week during the school
year divided into two semesters. Total involvement of students consists of an active group
instruction, independent work, tests, exams, and the final paper. Active teaching, at the same
time, consists of lectures, exercises, study groups, practice, essays, practical training,
mentoring, consulting, presentations, projects and etc.

Students™ work on mastering a particular subject is monitored continuously during the
entire teaching and is expressed in points; with the fulfilment of pre-exam requirements and
exams a student can earn up to 100 points. Proportion of points that can be acquired by
fulfilling pre-exam requirements and exams is determined by the program of study for each
subject with the obligations provided for pre-exam a minimum of 30 and a maximum of 70
points. A student has the right to take the exam for the first time in January examination term
of the given academic year (courses from the first semester), and in June examination term
(courses from the second semester), provided that they have satisfied all obligations provided
for pre-exam and fulfill other statutory requirements for the exam. The students' success on
the exams are: 10 (ten); 9 (nine); 8 (eight); 7 (seven); 6 (six); 5 - (fail). Grade for the subject
Methodology and Practical skills is “pass” or “fail”. The test score is formed by the sum of
the weighted number of points achieved in all forms of teaching duties. A positive score
achieved by a rule only if all teaching obligations rated positively. More detailed conditions
assessment exam and other issues concerning the exam are arranged by the Rulebook on the
exam.

STANDARD 9.
TEACHERS

Master classes are carried out in the English language by teachers and assistants of the
University of Belgrade Faculty of Law, who completed their education (magistrate, master
or/and PhD) in English language at prestigious European or USA Universities/Law faculties;
they realized study research stays or mobility abroad, and/or regularly participate in
international conferences; they are engaged in international projects along with other higher
education institutions abroad; they publish regularly academic papers in English language on
a yearly basis in renowned international journals , which can also be seen in individual tables
in the Book of Teaching staff.

In addition, the fact that makes them particularly qualified for participation in future
lecturing within this study program is that they have been members of the LAWGEM team,
meaning that they were systematically preparing themselves for lecturing at this study
program thorugh participation in drafting syllabi and writing of chapters in the Textbook
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Gender Competent Legal Knowledge within the project New Quality in Education for Gender
Equality — Strategic Partnership for the Development of Master’s Study Program Law and
Gender' — LAWGEM. Additional quality to realization of this program will be provided in the
form of guest lectures delivered by teachers — lecturers by invitation from other four
universities, which had been partners in the Consortium for the LAWGEM project and from
other European universities.

The teaching staff from University of Belgrade Faculty of Law together with the
teaching staff from Orebro University, Sweden, Saarland University, Germany, Cadiz
University, Spain and Lumsa University, Italy had participated from the beginning in the
project design of the study program, which is especially meant for the development of the
syllabi items.

As already said more than 100 LAWGEM team members took part in creating syllabi
for 19 courses and articulated the Curriculum and Main Rulebook for master's study program
Law and Gender, and more than 60 of the LAWGEM team members took part in writing 18
chapters for the Textbook Gender Competent Legal Knowledge. Insofar, dialogue,
cooperation, exchange of research results, common research activities — realized in English
language continuously and systematically have resulted in the achieved competences for
teaching gender sensitive legal knowledge in English language, in order to be prepared for
teaching in this degree program.

STANDARD 10.
ORGANISATIONAL AND FINANCIAL RESOUCES

Head of LAWGEM takes care of the regular teaching and all organizational issues.
Students can come to the consultation with the Head of the program, as well as with all the
teachers and staff of LAWGEM. Administrative staff from the Department for master 's and
doctoral studies are responsible for administrative tasks. For the implementation of this
program Faculty provides adequate classrooms, equipped with modern technical equipment.
Students can use the Faculty and University library, where they can find relevant literature in
English, Serbian, French and other languages. For students is available the computer lab, with
access to legal databases and the Internet. There is a special shelf in the library of the Faculty
of Law of the books belonging to this master program, and master students these books can
amount to remain longer than usual.

STANDARD 11.
QUALITY CONTROL

Evaluation of the teacher in the classroom include checking student’s opinions on the
quality of all forms of teaching, based on certain standards of teaching, teaching contents,
teaching methods, as well as pedagogical and didactic quality of the teacher’s work.

Control of the quality of teaching includes:

1) control of the instruction to the work plan,

2) control of the regularity of teaching,

3) the quality control of the form, content and methods of teaching, including the
evaluation procedure of teachers' work,

4) control of the students evaluation.

Complete documentation of the students™ evaluation shall be provided and kept in the
Faculty, in the manner prescribed by the general regulations of the Faculty and, if necessary,
or at the request of the Rector, can be submitted to the University. More detailed provisions
on quality control are contained in the Regulations on labor standards at the University of
Belgrade Faculty of Law.
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The last report on results of self-evaluation of the University of Belgrade Faculty of Law was
drafted at the end of 2019 and is available at the Faculty website.

Number of ECTS: 6 ECTS

Requirements: /

Aims of the course:

The central aim of the course is to familiarize students with the key concepts, controversies and
schools of thought in feminist legal and political theory. Some of the basic concepts and
conceptions are to be discussed: gender, equality, freedom, justice, public and private, citizenship,
political authority, democracy, legal subject, contract, rule of law, constitutionalism, constitutional
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and human rights in feminist perspective. The acquired command of basic concepts, theoretical
schools, and controversies, will enable students to develop a critical attitude towards both the
studied theories and those theories in the mainstream legal and political thought that are dismissive
of feminist approaches. Furthermore, the course aims at developing students’ analytical and
critical skills in legal and political reasoning from the gender perspective.

The specific aims of the course are the following: students will become familiar with the concept
and conceptions of gender, will understand modes of political and legal construction of gender,
acquire knowledge about feminist political and legal theories, understand how the basic concepts of
political and legal theories could be reconsidered from different feminist points of view, and
understand the sense and content of the basic issues of politics and law which are of relevance for
gender equality approach.

Course outcome:

By the end of the course, the students will have acquired an understanding of the feminist
interpretation of the key concepts, as well as of principles and aims of the feminist political and
legal thought. Students will acquire both analytical and critical skills in legal and political
reasoning from the gender perspective.

The students will be capable of discussing issues in feminist democratic theory, and prepared to
approach classical legal and political concepts by taking into account the principles of equality and
difference (between both sexes, gender identities, and among women). They will achieve a more
nuanced and more informed view of the most general normative advancements of feminist legal
and political theory in the domain of citizenship and justice.

Specific expected course outcomes are: students have acquired knowledge and understanding of
gender, of its political and legal construction, of mainstream ideas in feminist and legal theories, of
meaning and modes of feminist reconsideration of main political and legal categories.

Course title: Human Rights Law — Gender Perspective

Course status: mandatory

Number of ECTS: 6 ECTS

Requirements: /

Aims of the course:

The aim of the course is to examine the human rights framework from a gender perspective. It
should provide added value to graduated students as an advanced Human Rights Law course, that
will cover different issues of protection of human rights of first, second and third generation, but
this time from a women's perspective and from transgender perspective, where appropriate. It will
be emphasized that significant steps are to be taken to build a human rights system that recognizes
the need for gender equality and diversity to be inherent to approaches for securing human rights
for all. It provides a foundational understanding of the centrality of not only formal, but also
substantive gender equality to the human rights discourse generally and how this is addressed
within the UN human rights system and in the European Human Rights Law. The course will also
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offer to students analyses of the feminist approach to human rights theories, including also theory
and already existing rulings concerning the third gender.

The course will cover legal and normative instruments that have been introduced to address
discrimination of women and girls, such as the 1979 Convention on the Elimination of
Discrimination Against Women (CEDAW) and the 1995 Beijing Platform for Action (BPFA).
Some specific topics are identified, such as gender - based violence, trafficking in human beings,
question of reproductive and sexual rights and many others. They will be covered from the
perspective of universal, as well as the European Human Rights Law, with a focus on the relevant
jurisprudence of the European Court of Human Rights (ECtHR). Special attention will be given to
the question of access to justice for women, and common underlying myths associated with certain
forms of crime, such as rape.

At the end of the course, multiple discrimination will be tackled, and the position of certain
vulnerable groups of women addressed. Finally, it will be underlined that inequalities are, in part,
shaped and reinforced by the dominant gender norms of society, which associate men and women
with particular gender identities.

Course outcome:

The following results are expected after completing the course:
- to gain an overview of the various legal and normative frameworks that promote women’s
and transgender rights, address gender identities, and advance practical approaches to securing
gender equality.
- to achieve an advanced level of knowledge and skills which would enable students to
individually and critically examine various gender sensitive issues arising in the area of human
rights law.
- to develop analytical abilities and practical skills to address the challenges and possibilities
arising from incorporating gender perspective in human rights law.
- to understand complexities of gender equality and the importance of incorporating gender
analysis into the study and practice of human rights law.
- to identify their own roles and job opportunities in both private and public sectors that
require comprehensive understanding of gender perspective in human rights law.

7. Right to respect for private life: women’s reproductive autonomy and gender-affirming
surgery

8. The freedom of religion, the right to culture and conflicts with women's human rights

9. Participation of women in political and public life

11.  Gender education gaps and education as a pathway towards gender equality

Aim of the course:

The course aims at deepening the knowledge acquired during the general Public International Law
and EU law courses within bachelor studies. The new approach is to focus on a gender perspective
in International and European Law. In the first part, it will be demonstrated that the boundaries of
Public International Law, its structure, processes and substance lead to the need to include a gender
perspective. The absence of women in the development of international law has produced a narrow
and inadequate jurisprudence that has legitimated the unequal position of women worldwide. The
aim of the course is to encourage a rethinking of the discipline of international law to offer a more
useful framework for international and national justice. Some special areas of International Law
will be subject to scrupulous gender-based analysis, such as asylum and migration law, labour law
and anti-trafficking law. Also, a second part of the course will be dedicated to the European Gender
Equality Law. This part will include analyses of the Council of Europe gender scheme, which is
predominantly presented through the relevant jurisprudence of the European Court of Human
Rights (ECtHR). Furthermore, a particular attention will be dedicated to EU law, both Treaty
provisions and secondary law, and the case law of the Court of Justice of the EU (CJEU) in relation
to gender equality. Although the introduction of positive actions has been gaining ground, the main
purpose of EU equality law is to ensure the proper working of the internal market. The course aims
at promoting a revision of non-discrimination law based on a gender perspective.

Course outcome:
The following results are expected after completing the course:
- to achieve an advanced level of knowledge and skills which would enable students to
individually and critically examine various gender sensitive issues arising in the area of
public international and European law.
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- to develop analytical abilities and practical skills to address the challenges and possibilities
arising from incorporating gender perspective in Public International Law and European

law.

- to understand complexities of gender equality and the importance of incorporating gender
analysis into the study and practice of Public International Law and European law.

- to critically reflect on the traditional gender-free approach to Public International Law and
the European law.

- to identify students’ own roles and job opportunities in both private and public sectors that
require comprehensive understanding of the gender perspective in Public International Law
and European law.

Aim of the course:

The aim of this course is to teach students on how to implement feminist perspective in the
analysis of court decisions. One of the objectives of the course is to explore critical accounts of the
law. Students will focus on two particular facets: the role of judgments in the course, and the issue
of where feminist judging sits within this. Students will seek to identify the gender of the judges
involved, and the distinctions (if any) between judgements.

However, the most relevant part of the course is to put theory into practice in judgment form, by
writing the ‘missing’ feminist judgments in key cases in the vein of the ‘feminist judgements’
projects around the world. The cases chosen are significant decisions coming from different
jurisdictions: U. S. jurisdiction, EU member states, judgments of the Court of Justice of the EU
(CJEUV), judgments of the European Court of Human Rights (ECtHR), as well as views of the
Committee on the Elimination of all Forms of Discrimination against Women (CEDAW) and
other UN treaty bodies. Judgments will come from a broad range of substantive areas. Each case
will be accompanied by a commentary, prepared by students, on facts of the case, legal issues,
reasoning of the court and how the feminist judgment deals with it differently.

Finally, students will be equipped to discuss cases from the national jurisdiction from the feminist
perspective and to provide critique on the approach taken by domestic courts.

Course outcome:

After the completion of the course students should:
- understand the importance of legal writing and legal reasoning.
- acknowledge if greater representation of women in courts guarantees the
implementation of gender perspective in legal judgments.
- understand how gender perspective and analytical method change the interpretation
of facts of the case and lead to a significant difference in a decision.
- be able to write a legal decision implementing gender perspective.
- identify potential roles within judiciary introducing feminist perspective in writing
legal judgments, or in writing any other legal or policy document.

Aim of the course:

The course aims to offer the students necessary training and resources to put their theoretical
knowledge gained during the program into practice. Thus, the course aims to engage students with
the actual work of real cases under the supervision of law and gender professors at the clinic. This
course is designed for students with and without law background. The focus of the course is on
gender-based violent crimes such as hate crime, stalking and intimate partner violence, although
other types of gender-based crimes can also be part of the legal clinic. Thus, the work of actual
training involves providing any kind of advice including legal services to the victims. The course
emphasises a kind of engagement that is imbued with intersectional feminist ideas and that
advocates for promotion of gender equality for the victims of violence. Therefore, the specific
objectives of the course are: 1) to increase students’ gender consciousness and knowledge of
intersectional perspective in handling cases, 2) to enhance students’ abilities to critically analyse
structural inequalities and propose constructive changes to the legal and justice system, 3) to
develop students’ capacities to work with national and international bodies and further cooperate
with civil society in their advocacy for gender justice.

Course outcome:

At the end of the course students will acquire: 1) In-depth knowledge on the importance of gender
and intersectional gender analysis through looking at policies and practices at national, European,
and international levels. 2) Necessary skills on how to provide advice including legal services to
the victims of certain crimes with special attention to social positionality of the victims in relation
to gender, sexuality, race, class, ethnicity, (dis)ability, religion, nationality, and age. 3) Required
ability on cooperation with other organizations; NGOs and GOs and practitioners at regional,
national, and international levels to advocate for achieving gender justice.

Course content:
The course consists of two parts: the first part is theory oriented, and the second part of the course
is practical.
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PART 1
This part of the course is constructed around two themes. Each theme is covered by lectures and
seminars, where presentations and discussions on the topics will be discussed.

THEME 1: GENDER IN POLICIES AND PRACTICES
1. Introduction.
2. Gender equality and access to justice: Feminist intersectional approach
3. An overview of the mechanisms of protection against gender-based crimes within national
and European laws, polices and conventions as well as the legal bodies.

THEME 2: GENDER-BASED CRIMES:
Hate crime

1. The concept of hate crime: Intersectional critical perspectives.

2. Hate crime: Gender-bias, homophobia, and anti-trans.

3. Hate crime: Laws, policies, and preventive measures.

4. Legal and social protection against the victims of hate crime.
Stalking

1. The concept of stalking: Perceptions and misperceptions.

2. Stalking: Gender relations and practices.

3. Stalking: Laws and policy implementation.

4. Legal and social protection against the victims of stalking.
Intimate Partner Violence (IPV)

1. The concept of IPV: Feminist critical analysis.

2. Gender and sexuality based IPV: Intersectional analysis.

3. Laws and legislations, International and European Human Rights Conventions.

4. Legal and social protection against the victims of IPV.

PART 2

This part of the course is constructed around lectures and students’ performance at the clinic with
a focus on practical skills and cooperation with civil society and awareness raising.

*Students can start their voluntary work at the clinic when they register for this course. However,
in order to pass the course, it is necessary to attend the assigned workshops.

THEME 1: PRACTICAL SKILLS
1. Providing advice and legal consultations including mediation.
2. Conducting interviews and collecting evidence plus ethics.
3. Writing reports, proposals, referrals and statements.
4. Analysing legal cases for further policy recommendations.
5. Working at the clinic.

THEME 2: COOPERATION WITH CIVIL SOCIETY AND AWARNESS RAISING
1. Advocating for gender equality: The use of sources and mechanisms for legal and social
protection against of the victims of gender-based violence accounting for underlying
factors such as sexuality, race, class, ethnicity, (dis)ability, religion, nationality, and age.
2. Means of cooperation with the state actors as well as and non-state actors namely NGOs
and grassroot organizations.
3. Working at the clinic.

Course title: Gender Issues in Comparative Legal History

Course status: optional

Number of ECTS: 3 ECTS

Requirements: /

Aim of the course: The students should gain knowledge regarding main gender issues in
comparative legal history, e.g. the evolution of gender roles and relations, the genesis and

variations of patriarchy through pre-modern history and the dialectic between patriarchy and
emancipatory tendencies in the Modern Age. Students will also gain knowledge about the history
of the women’s struggle for their human rights and gender equality before the law (in the eyes of
the legislator as well as in legal practice), as well as about the current state of gender equality in
various cultures and legal systems.

This aim shall be realized through an interactive research attempts towards acknowledging the
gender relations, and particularly the legal position of women, throughout legal history, in the key
legal systems or groups of systems (,legal families”) of Antiquity, the Middle Ages and
Modernity, but also through analysing in a synthetic manner (across different legal systems and
periods) a number of key gender issues that have occurred in one form or another in the majority
of legal systems.

Course outcome: Upon finishing the course, the students should have a basic understanding of the
key gender issues throughout comparative legal history. They should be able to perceive the
historical background of the current status of gender relations in the main legal systems of the
world (both the achieved improvement and those issues where there is more left to be gained), and
to understand/envisage the most appropriate solutions (historically and culturally speaking) to
issues still open in the 21st century.

Course content:

1. Gender roles and relations and the legal position of women in the Antiquity.

2. Gender roles and relations and the legal position of women in the Middle Ages.

3. Changes in the Modern era; new perceptions of gender roles in modern legal systems; socio-
economic factors of impact towards the emancipatory tendencies in Modernity.

4. History and achievements of the suffragette and feminist movements, the process of
emancipation, education of women and the fight for equal rights; women’s entry into the
legal profession.

5. Role of religions in reproducing the patriarchal matrix in law; gender roles and relations as
viewed through a religious lens; (in)compatibility of traditional religious values and gender
equality?

6. Gender relations in contemporary legal history: recent achievements, remaining problems,
new challenges.

While the main focus of the course will be on the European, Anglo-Saxon and Near Eastern legal
systems, with the more ‘exotic’ systems like those of the Far East (China, Japan, India), African or
South American mentioned only briefly, they will also be taken into consideration — as optional
topics of essays, seminar papers, workshops, additional optional courses etc.

Instruction methods:

The teaching methods consist of lectures and practical classes. The students are expected to be
active and to interact with the teacher and other students during both lectures and practical classes,
to ask questions and comment on the work at hand.

Number of ECTS: 3 ECTS

Requirements: /

Aim of the course: The course is designed to provide an evaluation of key private law areas from
the gender perspective and monitor the development of gender-sensitive private law. The course
shall encompass current regulation as well as a comparative overview of the legal institutes which
are designed to fight against gender-based discrimination in private law. The aim of this shall be
creation of a framework for understanding the possible future development of the key gender-
sensitive areas of private law: property law, contract law, as well as civil procedure and private
international law.

Course outcome: Upon finishing the course, the students should be able to identify gender-
sensitive issues in private law and legal institutes which are used for development of gender-
sensitive private law as well as preventing discrimination in private law.

Course content:
- Gender equality and proprietary relations (legal capacity, equality in acquisition of:
residential units, agricultural land and company shares).
- Gender equality and contracts (capacity to contract, party autonomy, equality of
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parties, subject- matter of contract, form and formation, validity and enforceability of
contract based on examples of loan and insurance agreements and life care agreements,
contractual remedies, impossibility to perform, new tendencies in gender sensitive contract
law (sex contract).

- Gender equality and conflict of laws (property law relations, contracts, tort law,
new tendencies in gender sensitive conflict of laws).

- Gender equality and civil procedure (general principles, (international) litigation,
collective redress, enforcement proceedings, alternative dispute resolution).

- Other areas of gender sensitive private law (tort law).

Course Title: Public Law and Gender Equality

Course status: optional

Number of ECTS: 3 ECTS

Requirements: /

Aims of the course: This course is designed to create a framework for understanding the gender
perspective of fundamental Constitutional Law and Administrative law institutions and their re-
evaluation based on the gender equality principle. Students will be stimulated to critical thinking
and cooperative learning to better conceive the need, challenges, and obstacles for the effective
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implementation of the gender equality principle in public law, mainly in the context of
Constitutional and Administrative Law. Particular emphasis will be on the representation of
women in all levels of government, and the question of gender mainstreaming in public policies.

Aim of the course:

The course is designed to develop a framework for understanding the gender perspective of key
tax law institutions and re-evaluation thereof on the basis of gender equality principle. Students
will be stimulated to critical thinking in order to better understand the need, challenges of and
obstacles for the effective implementation of gender equality principle in the field of tax law.
This aim shall be realized by analysing the gender perspective of different forms of taxation
(personal income tax, property and wealth taxes, consumption taxes, corporate income tax), as
well as closely related concepts such as tax evasion and avoidance, and identifying gender biases
they encompass.

Aim of the course:

To study the impact of gender perspective in the evolution of Family Law and family judicial
procedures. The course begins with an overview of the normative evolution towards formal
equality and continues with the reforms that aim at reaching substantive equality in Family Law.
In particular, the course focuses on the evolution of the concept of family from a model
traditionally grounded on the primacy of the husband or father, to a gender-equality-based
model. Starting from that, the course focuses on the impact of gender on the regulation of
different-sex and same-sex marriages, cohabitation, parental responsibility, filiation, divorce,
separation, domestic violence, property issues (division of propriety, alimony, spousal
maintenance), adoption and foster care.

The course includes issues related to procedural law, taking into account that several Family
Law reforms have affected civil procedure (marriage processes, filiation, capacity of persons,
noncontentious proceedings). For this reason, a comprehensive study of Family Law is required,
addressing both branches (the substantive and the procedural) from a gender perspective.

Course outcome: The course will improve the knowledge of gender issues in Family Law, by
offering to the students a broader and more detailed perspective on the related contemporary
problems. On that note, the course would also give the students a chance to get involved in the
,hot” topics of every day’s society.

The tasks of the course will be accomplished by allowing students to acquire specific knowledge
based on the comparative analysis of topics of the following: a) family from a gender
perspective, b) marriage, divorce and their aspects from a gender perspective, )
establishment/contestation of maternity and paternity, parental responsibility from a gender
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perspective, adoption/foster care, child support proceedings, etc.

Aim of the course:

The starting point will be the relation between Criminal Law and Gender, taking into
consideration provisions made by the Council of Europe Convention on preventing and
combating violence against women and domestic violence (also known as the Istanbul
Convention) from 2011. It contains basic provisions on Criminal Law and gender, penalties and
the perpetrator, being essential for Gender Competent Criminal Law, both for providing a new
basis, as well as enhancing development regarding respective offences.

The foundation of the study will be twofold. On the one side, we will analyze singular models of
implementation of the gender perspective in Criminal Law. The aim of this part will be to
answer the question on why we need to take the gender perspective into account in Criminal
Law. At the same time, and this will be our second baseline, the traditional division into a
General Part and a Special Part of Criminal Law will be the structure of our course.

Course outcome:

The course is designed to give a general and critical overview of the specific manifestations and
considerations of gender within the traditional Criminal Law. Legal sources from various
countries and cultural backgrounds, as well as relevant case law are examined. Particular
emphasis is put on justification and sentencing in General Part, as well as on the most gender
related crimes from the Special Part. The students will be able to dogmatically analyze current
and future legal solutions in an area of law, which so far has been overlooked by Gender Studies
and also overlooked by traditional teaching of Criminal Law, but which entails the most severe
legal consequences.

Course title: Gender Competent Criminology

Number of ECTS: 3 ECTS

Requirements: /

Aim of the course: The main aim of this course is to deep analyze gender as a critical point
(sometimes ‘the’ critical point) from a Criminological point of view in order to be able to make
difference between who is taking part in the perpetration of the crime and who is not, and also
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the response given by judicial institutions. The framework for this analysis has to be the
evolution of the inclusion of gender perspective in Criminology: moving from a monolithic
reality to an intersectional approach (including gender, race, condition, ethnicity and sexuality),
focusing on gender differences and postmodern theories (which include, for instance, discourse
analysis, queer theories and reflections on sexed body).

Special emphasis will be placed on gender differences in commission of certain criminal
offences and on the question whether men and women have different ways to get to crime
(including violent crime and the potential link between early victimization and criminality risk
and further victimizations). Furthermore, attention will be also paid to gender differences in
respect to criminal victimization. The aim of the course is to analyze in details the way criminal
courts percieve gender role in crime commission, the factors related to penal sanctions
imposition (legal vs. extra-legal) and possible differences in imposing penal sanctions for the
same crimes.

Course outcome:

Students achieve the capacity to make gender sensitive criminological analysis, which could
highlight the gender role dimension in criminality as well as in victimization. Furthermore, they
will research the way these criminal behaviors are considered by judicial institutions. These
skills will qualify them not just to make preventive proposals with an inclusive perspective
(capable of addressing and erasing any kind of gender differences found) but also to promote
changes in the gender-blind approach of the current criminal policies (security management,
crime visibility, development and enforcement of criminal law, punishments, etc.)

Requirements: /

Aim of the course: This course provides a framework for understanding gender perspective in
public policy as a government course of action to reach specific objectives and explain the
importance of gender mainstreaming in policymaking. The course will aim to:

1. Introduce students to legislation and regulation based on equal opportunities and gender
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equality policies.
2. Stimulate a re-envisioning of gender politics in public policymaking by applying a new
approach to understanding them.
3. Apply a gender intersectional approach in the analysis of public policies.
4.  Propose a new method and language for studying and advancing change in policymaking
in diverse contexts.
5. Apply gender impact assessment as a tool to achieve gender mainstreaming into public
policy issues.
More specifically, it aims at presenting specific features of the gender mainstreaming
policymaking - demographic policy, fertility, and population policy, social policy, policy against
poverty, family support policies, policy to combat violence against women and girls, health
policy, environmental policy, climate change policy, economic policy, education, and science
policy. It will also demonstrate the results of gender mainstreamed policies and their
counterexamples in the same fields of public policies.

Course outcome:

Upon completing the course, the students will have a general overview of the concept,
principles, and aims of all gender-sensitive fields of policymaking: they will know how to apply
a gender perspective in the context of public policies. They will also be able to analyze the key
political, social, and economic consequences of all policy-making fields from the point of their
implications for gender equality. Students will also gain knowledge in 1) public policies
legislation and strategic regulation in an international and domestic framework; 2) all fields of
relevant public policies and their reconsideration through the lens of gender issues; 3)
multisectional and intersectional implications of all relevant public policies on gender equality 4)
comparative overview of gender equality policies in all countries related to the LAWGEM
project; 5) implementation of gender impact assessment as a tool in developing public policies.

Course content:

1. Meaning and aims of gender-sensitive public policies.

2. Gender-sensitive monitoring, gender-sensitive programming of public policies, gender
mainstreaming as the tool — EIGE index of gender equality, GEAR Tool, CPIA Gender-
Equality Index, UNDP Gender Inequality Index, Gender Impact Assessment.

3. Assess specific gender-sensitive social policies (legal framework and public policies):
education, labor market, and poverty and unemployment policies, employment rights,
social protection, access to services, gender-based violence, social security of elderly,
residential institutions for elderly, poverty, social assistance, child allowance.

4. Family support policies - informal marriages, and rights to property and pensions, LGBT
rights, traditional family support policies.

5. Assess gender-sensitive education and science policy - higher education and scientific
research: women in academia, gender equality index in a subdomain of power (e.g.,
participation in bodies that decide on the funding of scientific research and similar
topics), acknowledging the importance and relevance of gender studies as scientific
topics.

6. Assess other gender-sensitive policies, such as the environmental and climate change
policy.

7. Assess the gender sensitive policies related to demography, fertility, and population
policies from a gender perspective, i.e., health policy, sexual and reproductive health.
