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The MSc Gender is a /exible degree which offers you the opportunity
to develop expertise in the fullest possible range of gender theories,
and stresses the signi=cance of gender for knowledge and research
design.

You are trained in how to treat gender as an object of study, as an analytic approach or
perspective and as a way of thinking across disciplinary boundaries. A key focus of the
degree concerns the ethical as well as intellectual issues that arise from practicing
gender studies. In addition to the compulsory courses of the degree, you are able to
choose options, from within and outside of the Department, in order to develop your own
gender studies pathway and focus on key research areas.

Minimum entry requirements for MSc Gender

Upper second class honours degree (2:1) or equivalent in social science or
humanities.

Competition for places at the School is high. This means that even if you meet the
minimum entry requirement, this does not guarantee you an offer of admission.

When to apply

Applications for this programme are considered on a rolling basis, meaning the
programme will close once it becomes full. There is no Txed deadline by which you
need to apply, however to be considered for any LSE funding opportunity, you must
have submitted your application and all supporting documents by the funding
deadline.

Every graduate student is charged a fee for their programme.

The fee covers registration and examination fees payable to the School, lectures,
classes and individual supervision, lectures given at other colleges under
intercollegiate arrangements and, under current arrangements, membership of the
Students' Union.

Fee status

Contact hours and independent study

Within your programme you will take a number of courses, often including half unit
courses and full unit courses. In half unit courses, on average, you can expect 20-30
contact hours in total and for full unit courses, on average, you can expect 40-
60 contact hours in total. This includes sessions such as lectures, classes, seminars
or workshops. Hours vary according to courses and you can view indicative details in
the  within the Teaching section of each .

You are also expected to complete independent study outside of class time. This
varies depending on the programme, but requires you to manage the majority of your
study time yourself, by engaging in activities such as reading, note-taking, thinking
and research.

Teaching methods

Assessment

All taught courses are required to include formative coursework which is
unassessed. It is designed to help prepare you for summative assessment which
counts towards the course mark and to the degree award. LSE uses a range of
formative assessment, such as essays, problem sets, case studies, reports, quizzes,
mock exams and many others. Summative assessment may be conducted during
the course or by Tnal examination at the end of the course. An indication of the
formative coursework and summative assessment for each course can be found in
the relevant .
